This Thursday 1 March at 9:30am we will be having a free visit
from the Rural Fire Service to implement a “Firewise Program”
with our Stage 2 (Years 3 & 4) students. They will learn about
fire prevention and safety procedures.
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University Tests 2012

We are now taking entries for the 2012 International Competitions
and Assessments for Schools (ICAS) supported by the University of
New South Wales (UNSW). These University tests will take place
in school time, at school on different dates between May and
August of this year. These curriculum based tests are in the
learning areas of *Computer Skills *Science *Writing *Spelling
*English *Mathematics. If you would like your child/children to sit
one or more of these tests we would like your child/children to see
their class teacher to ask for a permission note. The class teacher
will then tick boxes to indicate to you as parent/s which tests they
feel your child is suitable to sit tests for based on observation and
assessment based evidence. The note will then go home for you to
indicate preferred tests. There is a monetary charge for sitting for
each test. These prices are indicated on the note. Every students
who sits a test receives an individual diagnostic report as well as a
UNSW certificate acknowledging participation and celebrating
achievement.

Asthma Management at Hill Top Public School

On Wednesday 22 February, 2012, staff from HTPS attended a
session on Asthma the Basic Facts. The training session
covered asthma management and medications, assessing an
asthma attack and Asthma First Aid. The session allowed the
staff to feel confident in caring for our students with their asthma
and knowing the correct response procedures.

All students who have been diagnosed with Asthma from their
family doctor are requested to produce an Asthma Action Plan.
This plan will help staff recognise and take steps to medicate
your child where necessary. All medications and inhalers
should be handed into the schools front office in a bag with
children’s name on all equipment. These medications should be
checked regularly to ensure they are still in date.

Visiting Artists

This year we will be asking parents to pay for visiting artists term
by term. There are no visiting artists scheduled for this term.
We will send a note home at the end of this term to outline our
scheduled visiting artists for next term.
